State  Rules

Who is Eligible:

· Any State member in Good Standing

· Any Member-At-Large in Good Standing

· IMPORTANT: Once a member receives a particular award they may not apply for that same State award for three calendar years. 
On What is Judging Based:

Judging is based on two submissions from the candidates:

· Activity Summary Form(information supplied on this form must be for the period indicated for specific questions

· Essay question(replies to some questions may require a separate piece of paper

· FULLY ANSWERING [OR LISTING] EACH QUESTION [AWARD CRITERIA] IS REQUIRED FOR ALL CANDIDATES. 

How to Fill Out and Submit an Application:

· Applications may be submitted either electronically or by mail at the discretion of the Administering Association.  The State Awards Chair will contact the Administering Association to learn how they would prefer to receive the applications.

· If submitted electronically, include all information requested within the application.

· If application is mailed, send the original PLUS FOUR copies 

· The Administering Association is responsible for confirming the eligibility of the nominee, the length of the essay, and that all appropriate information is attached.

· The Administering Association must receive the applications (the original plus FOUR copies by the end of business day on the announced deadline date.
Insurance Professional of the Year Award (continued)

How is the Application Judged:

The Administering Association does the following:

· Selects three judges to evaluate the candidates (The judges are not NAIW members and are employed in the insurance industry.)

· Sends the Activity Summary Form and essay from each candidate to each judge, with a scoring sheet

· Specifies the date by which the judges must return the forms.

· The judges score the Activity Summary Forms and essays as indicated on the scoring sheet. The Administering Association verifies the addition of the point totals for each candidate.

· If a tie occurs, the highest “NAIW involvement” points are used to determine the winner.

After Judging is Complete:

Each Administering Association submits the following information to the State Awards Chair. This information should be sent as soon as possible after the winner is selected. It must be received by the State Awards Chair no later than end of business day Three Weeks PRIOR to Council Day.

· Name

· Completed and Signed Application

· Activity Summary Form

· Essay

IMPORTANT:  Under no circumstance should the completed judge’s forms ever be shown or given to the contestants or any other member.  The judges’ forms must be destroyed immediately after the winner is determined.

Award Recipient Agreement

Provisions of the various Awards:

1. An amount equal to the registration fee shall be provided to the recipient. (For Eday, award includes both Registration and one night’s lodging up to a total of $250). Awards must be used towards the current scheduled event for which the award was presented and may not be carried over.   Educational scholarships must be used within 2 years of award presentation for an INSURANCE RELATED course.

2. The NJ Council Awards Committee Chairman is to be notified of attendance by recipient prior to the registration deadline for the event. Notification shall be a copy of the registration. If unable to attend, the recipient must notify the NJ Council Awards Committee Chairman so that the runner up can be advised.

3. Payment of award funds shall be remitted after the event has been attended.

4. Prior award recipients shall not be eligible for the same award for 3 years from the time of presentation.
5. Submit one original and FOUR COPIES (if not submitted electronically) to the Administering Association by the announced deadline.
